DECISION CERTIFICATION AND FILING.

If your application is approved, the Planning Bbaill issue to you a copy of their decision.
After 20 days have elapsed from the date of thesidec bring that copy to the Town Clerk
for certification that no appeal of the decisionugstanding. Then get the decision recorded
at the Worcester County Registry of Deeds, togetiterany mandated easements or
covenants, and provide the Planning Board withesopf those materials as recorded,
indicating Book or Page references.

Applicant gets and fills out Application Forntages name on agenda for Planning Board
meeting.

Form submitted to Town Clerk; 4 copies of fonnal #ist of "parties in interest” submitted to
Planning Board at a meeting, hearing date set.

Planning Board notifies parties in interest.
Planning Board places hearing notice in newspéys time at least 14 days before hearing.
Public hearing held within 65 days of applicatubmittal.

Planning Board decision made within 90 daysutip hearing. Approval requires four
positive votes.

Notice of decision sent by Planning Board to iappt, Town Clerk, and parties in interest
within 14 days of decision.

Applicant gets a copy of the decision certifiedty Town Clerk that 20 days have elapsed
subsequent to the filing of the decision and tlaeeeno appeals outstanding.

Applicant records decision at Worcester Courdgigtry of Deeds. Then and only then is the
Special Permit in effect.

Applicant provides copies of all recorded mateto the Planning Board.
